Children use the following examples of evidence to explain how the paragraph i persuasive:
It uses exaggeration to compel the reader to want to try out the theme park e.g
“Adrenaline Towers willdefinitely change your view on days out forever”.

It gives the sense thi i a special time-limited offer that you don't want to miss out on, 5o it

compels you to act quickly - “Booking bargain tickets early s essential not just advisable”

When it says “You don’t want to be the ones who miss out!” it is using emotive language
making the reader question themselves and their actions - if they don’t buy tickets, then they

are going to miss something special for them and their familis.
The use of a rhetorical question is a direct address and question to the reader, e.g.
“So, what are you waiting for?”

The writer uses an imperative command to demand that the reader acts now, e.g. “Book yours

Nowr”
