Note to parents
Choose some objects from around the house that your child is familiar with (e.g. a toy car, a soft toy, a scourer, cotton wool, a stone, a packet of crisps and some keys).  Hide the objects in a large bag.  Take your turn first. Put your hands in the bag and choose an object.  Keep your hands in the bag as you feel the object, being careful not to look.  Describe what you can feel.  For example, it feels hard and smooth. I can feel one, two, three, four wheels. I think it is a car. Then pull the object out of the bag to reveal what it is.  Then ask your child to take a turn. Take turns until all the objects are revealed.

To support your child, ask your child to help you name each object and put it in the bag before you play the game.
